Iôll be waiting on the far side banks of Jordan

¢ his is not the story we planned for in 
this issue of ñIn the 
Spotlight.ò We expected 
to write about Gloria 
and Ray Tubbs, Sr., cel-
ebrating their 60th anni-
versary. The celebration 
was to have taken place 
October 28; the RSVPs 
were received; and eve-
rything was coming to-
gether. But in a blink of 
an eye, everything 
changed. Ray passed 
away 5 days before the 
Saturday celebration and 9 days before the actual    
anniversary, November 1. Now, we celebrate an ex-
traordinary man and a life well lived. 
We heard many stories about Ray at the funeral ser-
vice from past and present pastors and his pastor son, 
Ray, Jr., how loving Ray was as a husband, a father, a 
grandfather, and a good friend to many. Rayôs health 
issues over the past few years never kept him down. 
Heôd be in the hospital one day and at church the fol-
lowing Sunday. This time was different and reflected 
in the poem on the back of the funeral program: ñAll 
the pain and grief is over; every restless tossing 
passed; I am now at peace forever, safely home in 
heaven at last.ò  
Many words of respect were spoken at his serviceð
how Ray loved Gloria unselfishly, how their love 
bonded them together, and how their love empowered 
them for 60 yearsðevery day loving each other more 
and more. Old friend, Rev. Bobby Greene, likened 
Rayôs departure to what President Ronald Reagan said 
about the people who died on the Space Shuttle Chal-
lenger: ñWe will never forget them, nor the last time 
we saw them, as they prepared for their journey and 
waved goodbye and slipped the surly bonds of earth to 
touch the face of God.ò 
Rev. Willard Bowen, who had baptized Ray and 
Gloria, said ñRay committed his life to Jesus and was 
never a mere spectator in church. He served the Lord 

as deacon, operated the sound system, and served 
where needed. Now he can rest from his labors, and 
his good works will follow him into Heaven; howev-
er, Rayôs influence lives on in the lives he left behind. 
That influence doesnôt die or cease because he has 
gone to be with God.ò 
Ray, Jr., introduced his dad to us, giving us the bio 
of his dadôs life. He characterized his dad as ñquiet 
and reserved, unlike Mom who is an extrovert; but he 
spoke his mind to us. What he taught us, his children 
and grandchildren, is immeasurable.ò 
Butch Maples and Barbara Perry sang ñFar Side 
Banks of Jordan,ò as requested by Gloria. An image 
of Ray, when itôs time, running through the shallow 
waters of the Jordan, reaching for Gloriaôs hand, 
comes to mind: 
And my one regret is leavinô you behind 
But if it proves to be His will that I am first to go 
And somehow I've a feelinô it will be 
When it comes your time to travel likewise, don't 
feel lost 
For I will be the first one that you'll see 
And I'll be waiting on the far side banks of Jordan 
I'll be sitting drawing pictures in the sand 
And when I see you coming, I will rise up with a 
shout 
And come running through the shallow waters,  
    reaching for your hand.  

We can never again attend a Memorial Day service or a Veterans event without remem-
bering Ray and the dignity he brought to the service. He proudly wore his Air Force uni-
form and saluted the American flag with honor and pride. His flag-draped coffin with the 
stars placed over his heart signified his love for his county. He was an American Airman, 
guardian of freedom and justice. He was his nationôs sword and shield, its sentry and 
avenger, and was prepared to defend his country with his life. He now rests at Quantico 
National Cemetery alongside his fellow airmen and others who nobly served. He an-
swered his nationôs call and can now stand at ease. Thank you, Airman First Class Ray 
Leslie Tubbs, Jr., USAF, for serving God and our country with honor and loyalty.
