Decisions, decisions, decision…and with decisions come risks. Prior to our fixing of the Lord’s Supper for our 

Christmas Eve service it was decided to offer gluten-free bread to those who were not able to eat the bread that 

is usually served. For our Lord’s Supper in January a decision was made and a risk was taken. Due to some 

needing gluten-free bread, we  decided to “try out” the gluten-free bread for everyone.  

 For some, the texture of the bread caused it to crumble in your fingers. For others, the taste was different than 

what we were accustomed to. But the goal of the decision was to find a way to minister to and allow all who 

were present to participate and be free of pain and discomfort.  

 

With decisions come risks. We will continue to offer as an option gluten-free bread for our Lord’s Suppers 

along with our regular bread. With risks come the ability to use Kingdom glasses to see we are able to identify 

the needs in our church without losing sight of the  purpose of the activity. 

 

Speaking of risks…A new Sunday School class will begin in February for couples in their 20’s and 30’s. It is 

an effort to build  up an age group in our church that will also provide growth in our children’s programs and 

activities. Tom and Fran Crisafulli will be the leaders in this coed class. The risk? Suppose no one comes. The 

upside? Suppose those within the church who are currently in a class decide to attend and we begin to bring in 

couples who have not before attended Shiloh.  

 

We are also looking at voting in February on a Middle School Youth Minister and a High School Youth 

Minister. “Two?” you ask, “Usually we only hire one person”. To minister to and continue to provide pro-

grams and activities to our youth, we are bringing to the church the names of Cathy Lyon (Middle School) and 

Stephen Hagewood (High School) as our two youth ministers. Cathy and Stephen have been working with our 

youth for a period of time as volunteers on Sunday and Wednesday nights. The church Personnel Committee 

will bring forth a recommendation at the February business meeting with job descriptions and salary infor-

mation.

My Testimony 
by Shirley Baird  

I   was born in 

Harrisonburg, 

Virginia, on January 

23, 1951. 

When I was 3-½ 

years old, my birth 

mother took her four 

youngest children to 

the Welfare Depart-

ment in Harrison-

burg and placed us 

in foster care be-

cause she couldn’t take care of us. 

I was placed in a foster home with my brother, Lester; and 

my other brother and sister were placed in other foster 

homes. 

On January 23, 1954, my fifth birthday, my brother and I 

were moved to our second foster home. 

One day, when I was about 7 or 8 years old, my brother 

and I were outside playing on a hill near our foster home, 

when all of a sudden, I was in God’s presence. The love and 

care I felt from God—I have never experienced anything on 

this earth like that. God knew I wanted a mom and dad to 

love and care for Lester and me. While I was in God’s pres-

ence, God told me in my spirit that I would have parents one 

day. 

On December 27, 1960; two days after Christmas, two 

strangers, Mr. and Mrs. Ralph McDaniel, from Dahlgren, 

Virginia, came to the adoption agency to visit Lester and me. 

When they asked us what we had gotten for Christmas, we 

just giggled because we hadn’t gotten anything. 

The McDaniels asked the social worker if they could take 

us home with them for the weekend. The worker agreed that 

we could go home with the McDaniels, but they would have 

to bring us back to Harrisonburg on Monday. 

We were not afraid and had a great time at the McDaniel’s 

home that weekend. 

Then Sunday night came, and it snowed. By Monday 

morning, the snow was too deep, and the McDaniels couldn’t 

take us back. They called and talked to the agency and it was 

agreed that we could stay for another week. 

During that week, we all grew to love each other. So the 

McDaniels called the agency again, asking if they could keep 

us forever and adopt us. 

A year later, we were legally adopted by the McDaniels. 

God was so faithful in keeping his promise to me. Lester 

and I were so loved by our new mom and dad. With the 

McDaniels, we grew physically and spiritually. My parents 

were members of this very church that I am standing in to-

day. 

In the summer of 1961, when I was 10 years old, I became 

afraid to go to sleep at night because the devil would haunt 

me, telling me I would die in the night and go to hell. When 

that happened, I would get up crying and run to my dad tell-

ing him I was scared. Dad would ask me why I was so afraid. 

At the time I told him I didn’t know why, but I knew. 

Each night, my dad would tenderly hold me in his arms, 

rock me to sleep, and then carry me back to my bed. This 

routine continued until, finally, I went to my parents and ex-

plained to them why I was frightened. I told them I wanted to 

accept Jesus as my Lord and Savior. 

The next Sunday, I walked down this very aisle; and I invit-

ed Jesus Christ into my life. 

After I accepted Jesus Christ as my personal savior, I never 

had a bad night like that ever again. 

My next step was baptism. When I came up out of that wa-

ter, I was a new creature in Christ. I never had to fear death 

again. That day, God surrounded me with his holy presence 

once again. I felt as white as snow. 

Romans 10:9 says that if you confess with your mouth that 

Jesus is Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised him 

from the dead, you will be saved. 

God has truly been with me all my life. Today, I give God 

all the praise and glory for all he has done for me. I am truly 

blessed by God.
