I Saw The World Through Their Words

T 
he theme of the Virginia Baptist Historical Soci-
ety (VBHS) annual meeting held May 10 at the 
First Baptist Church in Richmond was ñTo See 

a World,ò which is also the name of the journal, written 
by Dr. Fred Anderson, Executive Director, VBHS, Uni-
versity of Richmond. 
To See the World is more than a religious book; it is a 
travel log of prominent Virginia Baptists who journeyed 
to faraway places and wrote about their adventures in 
the Religious Herald and other publications. Dr. Ander-
son describes the journal as ñVirginia Baptist Innocents 
Abroad - travel experiences and observations of 19th 
century Baptists who toured Europe, the Near East, 
Egypt, the Holy Land, Africa and China.ò 
Viewing the world through their Baptist eyes, these 
old preachers shared their adventurous ocean voyages, 
primitive travel and living conditions in unfamiliar 
countries, and observations of worshippers of other reli-
gions and many times found them to be more commit-
ted to their religions than Christians were to theirs. I 
have visited some of the places in Europe the writers 
talk about and the scenery has changed little from one 
century to another. Only through the eyes of others have 
I visited the Holy Land. While there, one preacher told 
how he avoided getting caught up in the tourist trap. He 
began each day studying historical facts in the Bible to 
ensure the terrain, types of trees, and location of land-
marks corresponded with Scripture and only then could 
he relate to the region and be inspired. 
Continuing with the ñTo See a Worldò theme, Dr. Jim 
Somerville, pastor of First Baptist, Richmond, moderat-
ed an ñInterfaith Conversation,ò whose purpose was to 
foster understanding and respect for other religions and 
work on interfaith relationships. A panel of leaders 
from five different faithsðBah§'², Jainism, Judaism, 
Episcopal, and Muslimð told of their earliest reli-
gious experience, earliest interfaith memory, and 
memory of an interfaith conflict. They also answered 
some tough questions asked by an invitation-only au-
dience; however, I will not attempt to relay their an-
swers for fear Iôll misrepresent what they said. All 
seemed to agree that the extremist within any faith 
causes the most conflict. 
I can say each panel member gave very thoughtful, 
loving answers. I believe audience members came 
away with a conversation going on in their own heads 
on how to improve interfaith relationships. 
Dr. Anderson has introduced over the years some 
challenging themes for the annual VBHS conferences. 
We at Shiloh contribute yearly to VBHS. One of the 
things VBHS does for Shiloh is preserving our church 
recordsðgoing all the way back to Shilohôs begin-
nings. 

If youôre a member of VBHS, you should have re-
ceived your copy of To See a World. If not, you can buy 
it from VBHS, P.O. Box 34, University of Richmond, 
VA 23173 for $20; shipping is $5. Our library also has a 
copy. I read it from cover to cover and couldnôt put it 
down.
