When God opens a door, it is best to walk through. I took
the opportunity of an invitation to travel with a group of
seven people I did not know to Romania to serve people who
were hated and despised and looked upon as the “throwaways”
of society. People on the street and in public would make com-
ments to the Roma people and make them feel unacceptable
and disliked.

Those who traveled to Romania were mostly from Rhoades-
ville Baptist Church, one from Louisa Baptist Church, one from
Gordonsville Baptist Church, and then me from Shiloh. Five of
the nine were in charge of and ran Vacation Bible School five
mornings while the remaining four women (myself being one
of the four) went into a different village daily to share a teach-
ing on Mary and Martha, taught by the pastor of Gordonsville
Baptist Church. The village people thought we were quite spe-
cial since we came from such a far distance to visit them.

The Roma village people were so used to being treated badly
that they were honored to have someone come from such a dis-
tance to visit them. I hope they felt special! We were warmly
received daily. We each had a part to share. The pastor did the
teaching in three different short sessions; another woman taught
a craft to the women, teens, and children (the men excused
themselves), and I taught a segment called Body, Soul, and
Spirit, using simple body exercises and stretches with Scripture
to support the importance of taking care of our bodies since the
Holy Spirit lives in us. We were told that women would be
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coming; but we actually had family members attend—fathers,
mothers, and children of all ages, including teens. This was a
welcomed surprise. The fourth woman of our group prepared
lunch daily for all who came. We had as few as 15 and as many
as 50 on a given day. We never knew how many would come
so we had to be prepared. Extra craft materials were left with
the pastor or leader of the church to use.

Two events stood out for me. We were in a very small, sim-
ple church (size of two of our Sunday School rooms combined)
and after a teaching on human trafficking by our interpreter, the
pastor played worship music for everyone to sing along. We
did not want to leave on a downer (human trafficking). Though
1 did not know the language, I could tell that these simple,
humble church people really worshipped and loved singing to
God. It was quite meaningful to watch and listen, and, yes, at-
tempt to sing words I could not pronounce well or understand;
but [ knew we were worshiping! Though the language was un-
known, the music was universal.

The other meaningful event was when we attended our host
church worship service on our last Sunday. During the morning
worship, the young mother in our group sang “How Great Thou
Art,” a cappella. While she was singing, the organist got up
quietly, went to the organ, and began to accompany this wom-
an. Those in attendance recognized the music and began to sing
with her in their Romanian language; then we Americans began
to sing in our native language. What a special time that truly
blended us all together in worship. Music is universal!

The evening worship service consisted of a 25-member man-
dolin orchestra. Oh wow, they were fantastic! Hearing all those
mandolins was something I had never experienced. The music
was beautiful! Unfortunately, I did not take my cell phone with
me that night and could not record this awesome orchestra. I
highly recommend attending a concert consisting of mandolins
if the opportunity arises.

I was thankful for the opportunity to represent Shiloh and
demonstrate God’s love to people who feel unloved. Thank you
for your support and prayers while I was gone.
